Plan for Obtaining External Funding
Instructions: Describe your plans for obtaining external funds, including: a) what NIH institute or other funder you may approach, and why; b) what contact you have already had with these agencies, if any; c) when you expect to apply for funds; d) the expected scale of the eventual project; and e) how the activities funded by the seed grant will help to attract further external support.
